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TCART Professional Development Award Report 
 By Stephanie Crowe, Assistant Archivist, Charles Babbage Institute, University of Minnesota 
 
With the support of TCART, I was able to attend the 2009 Midwest Archives Conference annual meeting, held this year in lovely St. 
Louis, Missouri.  The humid climate and the extensive hotel construction did not hinder a successful, enjoyable, and educational ex-
perience.  The conference took place from April 30 through May 2, during which I was able to attend five different sessions, the ple-
nary address, the MAC members’ meeting, the opening reception, and the new members’ dinner. 
 
Arriving on Thursday, the first session I attended was presented by Elizabeth Yakel, Helen Tibbo, and Doris Malkmus on the newly 
developed Archival Metrics Toolkits.  I found this session to be most informative and potentially applicable to my job here at the 
University of Minnesota.  The metrics toolkit developed by Tibbo and Yakel is geared towards evaluating collections and services 
from a user perspective, a type of analysis that the speakers implied has been broadly lacking in many archives to date. 
 
Additional sessions that I attended included a very useful and interesting talk on the intricacies of donors of collections, their associ-
ated deeds of gift, and potential problems that can arise; another session on donor relations focusing more on cultivating relation-
ships; a session in which the speakers discussed specific case studies in archiving electronic records; and a session on deterrence of 
theft.  Altogether, the variety of topics helped me gain a broad perspective on current issues that are being dealt with by archivists 
across the region. 
 
MAC was a valuable educational experience, but it was also very useful as a professional development opportunity.  Specifically, 
Thursday’s opening reception at the Missouri Historical Society and the new members’ dinner the following night gave me a chance 
to meet new colleagues in the MAC region.  The new members’ dinner was particularly valuable in providing more personal interac-
tions, as it was smaller and intended to introduce individuals who had not had previous experience at MAC conferences. 
 
The 2009 MAC Annual meeting was quite useful for my educational and professional development, and I will additionally be able to 
use my observations from this meeting to contribute actively to the MAC Local Arrangements Committee for the 2011 annual meet-
ing in St. Paul.  TCART’s generous professional development award was instrumental in my ability to attend the meeting this spring.
